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Zbirka Angleščina – Preverjanje pisnega sporočanja na splošni maturi je namenjena bodočim 
maturitetnim kandidatkam/kandidatom ter učiteljicam/učiteljem, ki poučujejo v maturitetnih programih, in 
tudi vsem tistim, ki se želijo podrobneje seznaniti z načini ocenjevanja pisnega sporočanja na splošni 
maturi. 

Osnovni namen zbirke je podati podrobnejšo interpretacijo meril za ocenjevanje izpitnih pol 3A in 3B s 
pomočjo praktičnih zgledov različnih pisnih sestavkov. Vsi zgledi, ki jih navajamo v zbirki, so sestavki 
kandidatk/kandidatov, ki so naloge odpisali v različnih maturitetnih izpitnih obdobjih in ki so bili izbrani 
za postopke moderacije in standardizacije posameznega izpitnega roka. To pomeni, da so 
predstavljeni sestavki veljali za ocenjevalni referenčni standard v pripadajočem izpitnem terminu in da 
dodeljene točke, ki jih navajamo pri posameznem sestavku, temeljijo na širokem konsenzu 
ocenjevalcev (tj. predmetne komisije, razširjene predmetne komisije in zunanjih ocenjevalcev). Pri 
naboru izdelkov smo posebno pozornost posvetili čim večji točkovni raznolikosti. 

Struktura zbirke je naslednja: V razdelku 1 podrobneje predstavimo osnovna navodila in elemente, ki 
se preverjajo pri izpitnih polah 3A in 3B. Temu sledijo trije razdelki, ki podrobneje predstavijo 
ocenjevanje pole 3A (razdelek 2), pole 3B na osnovni ravni zahtevnosti (razdelek 3) ter pole 3B na 
višji ravni zahtevnosti (razdelek 4). Vsak od teh razdelkov se začne s predstavitvijo meril za 
ocenjevanje, temu sledita prikaz in razlaga izpitne iztočnice ter analiza izbranih pisnih sestavkov. 

Preden pa začnete uporabljati gradivo, bi vas želeli opozoriti na naslednja dejstva in predpostavke, na 
katerih gradi pričujoča zbirka. Izpit iz angleščine na splošni maturi temelji na veljavnem učnem načrtu,1 ki 
postavlja predvideno znanje angleščine na raven B2 glede na SEJO.2 Tako velja raven B2 za referenčno 
raven, ko poskušamo razumeti in interpretirati posamezne ocenjevalne kategorije. Opazili boste, da v 
kategorijah Besedišče (in register) ter Jezikovna pravilnost pogosto navajamo podatke o 
(ne)primernosti posameznega sestavka z vidika ravni B2, kot so npr. kandidat uporablja pravilno, 
raznoliko, pogosto bogato besedišče na ravni B2, ki se ne ponavlja (investigated, well-known, imaginary, 
harassing, findings) ali kandidat uporablja preproste jezikovne strukture, napake so precej pogoste (I am 
decide, everybody use, must created) in na splošno ne presega ravni med A2 in B1. Pri posameznih 
opisih v oklepajih podajamo nekaj (ne vseh) zgledov iz sestavkov, ki služijo za dodatno pojasnitev 
podane trditve oz. utemeljitve. Pri izpitni poli 3 posebno pozornost posvečamo tudi primernosti registra, 
saj si v tujem jeziku zavedanje o (ne)primernosti registra pridobimo postopoma in ga začnemo pravilno 
porabljati šele na ravni B2 (tj. prilagajanje izbora registra dani situaciji). V kategoriji Sporočilnost med 
drugim preverjamo tudi ustreznost oblike in zgradbe sestavka glede na zahtevano besedilno vrsto. 
Določeni elementi, kot je npr. členjenje besedila na odstavke, veljajo za konvencionalizirane, drugi 
dopuščajo manjše variacije. Pri slednjih smo se odločili, da pričakujemo tiste elemente, ki so kandidatu v 
čim večjo podoporo pri razvijanju pisnega sestavka in ki so jasno prepoznavni za določeno besedilno 
obliko. Pojasnimo to na primeru poročila. Pri poročilu od kandidatov pričakujemo, da poleg ustrezne 
členitve na odstavke (konvencionalizirana zahteva) v naslovu sestavka (i) uporabi besedo Report in (ii) 
navede primeren podnaslov za vsak vsebinski odstavek. S tema zahtevama kandidatu pomagamo, da 
ves čas pisanja sestavka glavno pozornost namenja zahtevani besedilni vrsti in ustreznemu razvijanju 
dane iztočnice. Pogosto se namreč zgodi, tudi pod vplivom stresne situacije, da kandidat pozabi, kakšen 
sestavek razvija, in kaj hitro se poročilo lahko spremeni v argumentativni esej. Menimo, da takšni

Enako je treba 
razumeti tudi zahtevo po oblikovanju teznega stavka v uvodnem odstavku, jasno izraženih argumentih v 
jedrnih odstavkih in ustrezni strukturi zaključka pri pisnem sestavku 3B. 

 

Za pregled različnih vrst pisnih sestavkov in iztočnic vas vabimo, da si ogledate veljavni Predmetni 
izpitni katalog za splošno maturo – angleščina.3 
 
Upamo, da bo zbirka nalog dosegla svoj namen, vsem bodočim kandidatkam in kandidatom pa želimo 
veliko uspeha na maturitetnem izpitu.

Pri izpitni poli 3A na obeh ravneh zahtevnosti – na osnovni ravni (OR) in na višji ravni (VR) – 
preverjamo sposobnost kandidatov,4 da primerno razvijejo pisni sestavek v eni od stalnih 
sporočanjskih oblik. Na obeh ravneh zahtevnosti preverjamo naslednje stalne sporočanjske oblike: 

• poročilo, 
• članek, 
• elektronsko sporočilo, 
• pismo. 

 
Vsebinsko kandidat razvija predpisano sporočanjsko obliko na podlagi podane iztočnice v 
predpisanem obsegu števila besed. Primeri različnih vrst iztočnic posameznih stalnih sporočanjskih 
oblik so podrobneje predstavljeni v predmetnem izpitnem katalogu za angleščino. 
 
Če kandidat napiše prekratek sestavek, se to pri ocenjevanju upošteva v kategoriji Vsebina in 
posledično v vseh preostalih kategorijah (za podrobnosti glej razdelek 2.1). Če kandidat preseže 
omejeno število besed, mu za to ne odštevamo točk, vendar se takšno besedilo ocenjuje kot celota. 
Tako npr. za sestavek na VR, ki ima 300 besed, od katerih je polovica vsebinsko neprimerna (150 
besed), druga polovica (150 besed) pa vsebinsko primerna, velja, da je le polovica sestavka 
vsebinsko primerna, kljub temu da ta polovica zadosti pogoju minimalnega obsega števila besed.

Pri pisanju poročila mora kandidat:

• podati naslov (title) poročila, iz katerega mora biti razvidno, da kandidat piše poročilo (npr. 

Report on XX ali Report: XX ali Subject: Report on XX); 
• členiti besedilo na smiselne vsebinske odstavke (glede na iztočnico) in vsakemu vsebinskemu 

odstavku dati ustrezen podnaslov (heading); 
• zaključiti poročilo z jasnim priporočilom/predlogom/mnenjem (npr. recommendation/suggestion/ 

opinion);

Članek (Article) 
Pri pisanju članka mora kandidat: 

• vsebinsko v celotnem besedilu članka razvijati in podpirati vidik teme, ki je določen z naslovom 
članka;5 nesprejemljivo je, če kandidat ne zavzame jasno osebnega stališča do vidika teme in 
npr. niha med argumenti za in proti, kot je značilno za t. i. eseje za in proti (pros and cons 
essay); 

• poudariti osebno mnenje/stališče o predpisanem vidiku teme, in ne pisati na splošno o dani 
temi; 

• iz iztočnice prepoznati vlogo pisca in položaj ciljnega bralca (tj. bralca članka) ter temu 
prilagoditi izbor registra (formalni, polformalni, nevtralni) in vljudnostni ton;

• členiti besedilo na vsaj tri jasne odstavke (uvod, jedro, zaključek), pri čemer v uvodnem 
odstavku jasno poda tezo, ki jo bo v nadaljevanju razvijal, v zaključnem odstavku pa povzame 
argumentacijo jedrnega dela; 

• izbirati besedišče in jezikovne strukture, ki pritegnejo bralčevo pozornost (idiomatično 
besedišče, besedne figure itd.). 

 
Elektronsko sporočilo (E-mail) in pismo (Letter) 
Pri pisanju elektronskega sporočila in pisma mora kandidat: 

• sestavek vsebinsko razvijati v okviru podane iztočnice, ki si je ne sme prirediti; 
• prepoznati vrsto elektronskega sporočila oz. pisma (prijava, opravičilo, zahvala, poizvedba, 

pritožba itd.); 
• iz iztočnice prepoznati vlogo pisca in položaj ciljnega bralca (tj. prejemnika elektronskega 

sporočila oz. pisma) ter temu prilagoditi izbor registra (formalni, polformalni) in vljudnostni ton; 
• členiti besedilo na vsaj tri jasne odstavke (uvod, jedro, zaključek), pri čemer v uvodnem 

odstavku jasno poda namen elektronskega sporočila oz. pisma; 
• zaključiti elektronsko sporočilo/formalno pismo z vljudnostnim stavkom (npr. I look forward to …, 

I hope that …) ter pozdravom (npr. Yours sincerely ali Yours faithfully ali Kind regards); 
• na koncu elektronskega sporočila navesti ime in priimek pisca, pismo pa podpisati (lastnoročni 

podpis). 
 
Pri formalnem elektronskem sporočilu kandidatu ni treba oblikovati glave elektronskega sporočila 
(elektronski naslov prejemnika, zadeva in vljudnostni nagovor so že podani v izpitni poli). 
 
Pri formalnem pismu kandidatu ni treba oblikovati glave pisma (naslov prejemnika/pošiljatelja, datum 
in vljudnostni nagovor so že podani v izpitni poli). 
 
Ker sta oblika in struktura elektronskega sporočila in pisma z izjemo zgoraj izpostavljenih točk 
identični, v zbirki navajamo samo primere elektronskih sporočil, kar pa ne pomeni, da je oblika 
(formalnega) pisma izvzeta iz nabora sporočanjskih oblik, ki jih preverjamo pri izpitu iz splošne 
mature. 
 

1.2 Izpitna pola 3B OR 
Pri izpitni poli 3B OR preverjamo kandidatovo sposobnost razvijanja argumentacije v pisni obliki. 
Kandidat ima na izbiro dva naslova, pri čemer se odloči za en naslov, ki ga bodisi podčrta bodisi 
prepiše. 
 
Vsebinsko kandidat razvija besedilo na osnovi izbranega naslova v predpisanem obsegu števila 
besed. 
 
Če kandidat napiše prekratek sestavek, se to pri ocenjevanju upošteva v kategoriji Vsebina in 
posledično v vseh preostalih kategorijah (za podrobnosti glej razdelek 3.1). Če kandidat preseže 
omejeno število besed, mu za to ne odštevamo točk, vendar se takšno besedilo ocenjuje kot celota. 
Tako npr. za sestavek, ki ima 440 besed in je od tega polovica vsebinsko neprimerna (220 besed), 
druga polovica (220 besed) pa vsebinsko primerna, velja, da je le polovica sestavka vsebinsko 
primerna, kljub temu da ta polovica zadosti pogoju minimalnega obsega števila besed. 
 
Pri pisanju sestavka mora kandidat: 

• prepoznati temo in vidik teme, podane z naslovom; 
• argumentirati svoje strinjanje oz. nestrinjanje z vidikom teme, podanim v naslovu, pri čemer se 

lahko odloči, da predstavi oba vidika ali zgolj enega – v obeh primerih mora kandidat jasno 
zavzeti stališče; 

• v celoti zajeti problematiko, podano z naslovom, in ne obravnavati le dela naslova ali pa si ga 
prirediti; 
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• vzpostaviti ustrezno razmerje med dejstvi in mnenjem: kandidat v sestavku oblikuje mnenje na 
osnovi dejstev, ki jih predhodno predstavi in utemelji; 

• sestavek primerno členiti na vsaj tri jasne odstavke (uvod, jedro, zaključek), pri čemer mora v 
uvodnem odstavku jasno podati tezo, ki jo razvija v jedrnem delu, ter v zaključnem delu povzeti 
argumentacijo jedrnega dela. Nesprejemljivo je, če je teza podana v jedrnem delu ali zaključku 
in če zaključek odpira vsebinsko nov vidik teme, ki ni obravnavan v jedrnem delu sestavka; 

• v jedrnem delu jasno izraziti vsako novo misel (topic sentence) ter jo ustrezno podpreti in razviti; 
• uporabljati formalno/nevtralno besedišče ter ustrezne in raznolike jezikovne strukture. 

 

1.3 Izpitna pola 3B VR 
Pri izpitni poli 3B VR preverjamo kandidatovo sposobnost razvijanja argumentacije v pisni obliki na 
podlagi predpisanega književnega dela. 
 
Vsebinsko kandidat razvija sestavek na osnovi podanega naslova v predpisanem obsegu števila 
besed. 
 
Če kandidat napiše prekratek sestavek, se to pri ocenjevanju upošteva v kategoriji Vsebina in 
posledično v vseh preostalih kategorijah (za podrobnosti glej razdelek 4.1). Če kandidat preseže 
omejeno število besed, mu za to ne odštevamo točk, vendar se takšno besedilo ocenjuje kot celota. 
Tako npr. za sestavek, ki ima 500 besed in je od tega polovica vsebinsko neprimerna (250 besed), 
druga polovica (250 besed) pa vsebinsko primerna, velja, da je le polovica sestavka vsebinsko 
primerna, kljub temu da ta polovica zadosti pogoju minimalnega obsega števila besed. 
 
Pri pisanju sestavka mora kandidat: 

• prepoznati problematiko, podano z naslovom; 
• izhajati iz predpisanega književnega dela in trditve jasno podkrepiti z ustreznimi primeri; 

nesprejemljivo je, če kandidat: 
1. književno delo obravnava zgolj na splošno (npr. podaja zgolj povzetke vsebine); 
2. navaja biografske podatke o avtorju; 
3. podaja zgolj razmišljanje o delu, ki ga ne podkrepi z relevantnimi dokazi iz predpisanega 
    književnega dela; 
4. obravnava tematiko z vidika vsakdanjih in osebnih izkušenj; 

• sestavek primerno členiti na vsaj tri jasne odstavke (uvod, jedro, zaključek), pri čemer mora v 
uvodnem odstavku jasno zastaviti parametre, ki jih razvija v jedrnem delu, ter v zaključnem delu 
povzeti argumentacijo jedrnega dela; nesprejemljivo je, če zaključek odpira novo vsebinsko 
problematiko, ki ni obravnavana v jedrnem delu sestavka; 

• uporabljati formalno/nevtralno besedišče ter ustrezne in raznolike jezikovne strukture.

Introduction 

The aim of this report is to talk about a research on the habits of 
theatregoers aged 15–19 in Slovenia. The Ministry of Education, Science 
and Sport in Slovenia has been requested by the EU Commision for 
Culture to do this research. I have been chosen by the school board to 
conduct the survey. 

Details about how the survey has been carried out 

A one-hour-long survey was conducted among students in Years 3 and 4 
from various high schools across Slovenia. In our school, there are 
approximately 450 students in Year 3 and 4 together, all of them taking 
part in the research. They all responded to questions about theatregoing 
on 7th April at eleven o’clock. 

The respondent’s general attitude to theatregoing and their reasons 

Most students never go to the theatre on their own. They are either 
pressured by their parents or by the school. All students have seen at 
least one theatre play. Although most students do not apprichiete art in 
theatre, there are some, who love theatre and are there at least once a 
month. They say that they enjoy watching the cast and their 
interpretations of the characters. 

Suggestions on how to increase attendence 

Although some students feel pressured by school to attend theatre, they 
still believe that school should organize more visits to the theatre. In Year 
1 it is mandatory to see at least 3 plays, but in the following years it is 
not. A lot of students feel that a decision to go to theatre is a matter of 
someones’ personality. The attendance could further be increased by 
offering more suitable repertoire for students. 

Conclusion 

The research on the habits of the theatregoers aged 15–19 in Slovenia is 
concluded. Although numerous students participated in it, the results are 
inconclusive. There are not a lot of people aged between 15–19 who 
attend theatre. In the future, there could be a survey among students 
between ages 12–19, so there would be a wider sample of information.

The EU Commission for Culture asked Slovenian Ministry of Education, 
Science and Sport to do a research about the young theatregoers and 
their habits. The school board of my school chose me to make a research 
among students about their attitude to theatre, their reasons for (not) 
visiting it and they also came up with some suggestions on how to 
increase theatre attendance. 

Questioning students 

The information were gained with the questionnaire, consisting of ten 
questions about theatres. I wanted to receive the most accurate results 
and to make it so, I have questioned over 250 students. 

General attitude to theatregoing 

Analyzing the questinnaries, I got to the conclusion that most of the 
students in Year 3 and Year 4 do not visit the theatre very often. Some 
of them have never been to the theatre at all and majority answered that 
they go to the theatre only with school. The main reasons for that are 
lack of time and interest for the theatre, because they like going to the 
cinema much more than visiting a play in the theatre. 

Students’ suggestions to increase theatre attendance 

Also the chance was given to the students in the questionnaire to make 
some suggestions on how to increase theatres’ popularity among 
teenagers. Most of them answered that there should be even more comedy 
plays and stand-up shows. 

Conclusion 

All in all, the analyze shows that theatre is not widely popular among 
Slovenian students. However they would visit it more often, if there will 
be more plays that would attract them.

Anyone who has ever attended school has certainly complained about how 
exhausted he was, how early he needed to get up and how useless some 
days there were, because he did not learn anything new. In Slovenia 
school attendance is obligatory, although there are some people trying to 
change the current situation. 

Firstly optional attendance means that students don’t have to present at 
school on a daily basis. A day off is beneficial for students, because in 
school, they are mostly under pressure. There are too many obligations 
they are expected to fulfil and for this reason they are exposed to cronic 
stress which may lead to many serious physical illnesses and mental 
problems. So they need to spend some quality time in nature or at home 
reading, watching TV or simply doing nothing. That is the best medicine 
against stress as it prevents its negative impact on our health. Moreover, 
young people from the age of 15 are responsible enough to manage their 
time. They can learn at home and adjust the timetables to their 
individual needs. At the same time, those who commute to school do not 
waste two hours a day on a bus, but can dedicate that time to the things 
they consider interesting and useful or enjoy with their friends. 

The main argument against optional school attendance is that some 
students, who have problems in school, become more difficult to control if 
they are not forced to attend school. They can take the wrong path and 
end up in a vicious circle of doing nothing the whole day, which results in 
their failing the exams and finally dropping out of school. What is more, 
some people are convinced that learning at home cannot bring the same 
results as learning at school. In their opinion, only a teacher is qualified 
enough to motivate a pupil and stress the important facts about the 
subject.

Georgea Orwella Živalska farma. 
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PISNI SESTAVEK NA TEMO IZ KNJIŽEVNOSTI 1 
 
In his allegorical novella Animal Farm, George Orwell demonstrates how 
the language can be abused as an instrument to control others. Pigs use 
and abuse language in order to gain and maintain power and control over 
common animals by using terms that common animals do not understand 
and by radically simplifying it. 

Firstly, pigs as the ruling clas use complicated language, which common 
animals do not understand. Squealer is a brilliant speaker and 
propagandist, who uses sophisticated terms during his speaches. Animals 
are less educated and because they do not understand him, they believe 
he must be right. Therefore they accept false statistics regarding work on 
the farm since the rebellion to be correct. They consider pigs to be more 
intelligent and exept their privileges like drinking milk, eating apples and 
living in the farmhouse. They believe these things are necessary for pigs to 
do the thinking and to lead the farm. 

On the other hand, pigs radically simplify slogans, songs and rules so that 
all animals can remember them. Firstly they write The Seven 
Commandments on the barn wall. They sum up the principles of 
Animalism. These commandments are simple rules, which most animals 
learn by heart, but are soon subtly altered by Squealer because pigs do 
not respect them. For example, it is forbiden to drink alcohol, but when 
pigs get drunk with whiskey they bought after Boxer is taken to the 
slaughterhouse, Squealer subtly alter the commandment into: “No animal 
shall ever drink alcohol to excess.” Some animals suspect that someone 
has changed the commandments, but they cannot voice their objections. 
Whenever someone is in doubt or about to say something against 
Napoleon, the ruler, sheep start bleating: “Four legs good, two legs bad.” 
That is one of the simple slogans every animal understands. As they 
repeat them many times, they somehow become an oximoron. 

Napoleon as a ruler is aware of the importance of the language as an 
instrument of control. Pigs often abuse it to persuade common animals to 
believe them and to respect them as superior to them. Because common 
animals are less educated, less intelligent and very guilable, it is easy to 
deceive and control them.

Firstly, Squealer uses very complex language to justify actions of rulling 
pigs, maintain they tyrany of Napoleon and at the same time to disable 
other animals to oppose due to animals’ lack of education and disability 
to express their disagrements. When pigs take apples and milk for 
themselves, Squealer says that pigs need those goods because they are 
brainworkers and that everything they do is for animals’ and farm’s 
benefit. Also furherthrough the book Napoleon and his actions are often 
acquited by Squealer presenting false data and numbers to confuse 
animals. 

Secondly, language is used as a tool of control in a radically simplified 
form. Pigs teach sheep to bleat simple verse: “Four legs good, two legs 
bad.” They strart bleating everytime animals are about to protest and 
this confuses animals to stop thinking and make them believe everything 
Napoleon or Squealer say. At the end of the story, when pigs start to 
personify human’s vain habits, when they start to walk upon two legs, 
word bad from previous verse is transformed in word better. This also 
shows how critical and obvious abuse of language is in Animal Farm. 

In conclusion, abuse of language in Orwell’s novel is instrumental and 
represents one of the topic themes. Rulling class of pigs – like Napoleon, 
Squealer, and Minimus – uses words as a tool of manipulation and 
propaganda to establish and maintain control and subsequentall their 
status as status quo.

We learn from Lady 
Gertrude that Laura’s school years were tainted by her thefts. However, 
her actions do not change a lot as she later steals a diamond brooch from 
Lord Goring’s cousin. Similarly she succumbs to the opportunity to 
blackmail the admired politician Sir Chiltern. Furthermore, once she can 
no longer use his incriminating letter as her weapon, she steals another 
one, this time from his wife, and uses it for extortion as well. 

In addition, Mrs Cheveley shows her dishonesty or terms of relationship 
and conjugal life. She has cheated on her fiancé, Lord Goring, with old 
Lord Mortlake. According to Lord Goring, her intentions are always 
related to money and that is the reason why he refuses her latter 
“proposal”. He perceives that what this mischievous woman seeks is 
nothing but wealth and in order to obtain it, she is willing to do 
anything, even get married to someone she does not love. And what will 
happen when she perceives another well-off man on the horizon? It seems 
like Lord Goring knows the answer and reasonably rejects her offer. 

In conclusion, I would like to stress that the true villainess, Mrs Laura 
Cheveley, represents what could be called the peak of moral corruptness. 
However, while being a scoundrel, she stays true to her mentality. It 
means that she can be completely related to the saying: “Once a cheater, 
always a cheater.”

• uporablja slabo vezljivost na ravni odstavka, kar opazimo pri 
tretjem in četrtem odstavku; tretji in četrti odstavek 
obravnavata isto temo, torej bi morala biti združena v en 
odstavek. 
Zgradba in vezljivost ustrezata opisniku za 3 točke. Ker je 
vsebina ocenjena z 1 točko, se kandidatu dodeljene 3 
točke v skladu z veljavnimi merili in pravili pretvorbe točk 
(gl. razdelek 4.1) spremenijo v 2 točki.
