An interview with Ruby Bridges

Presenter: It's November the 14th, 1960 and six-year old Ruby Bridges is getting ready for her first
day at a new school.

Ruby Bridges: What | remember about that day is everybody seeming to be really excited, neighbours
came over to the house that morning and helped to dress me for school. There was a knock at the
door and when my parents opened the door, | remember seeing these very tall white men standing at
the door in suits and they had yellow bands on their arms and | remember them saying: ‘We’re U.S.
Marshals. We've been sent by the President of the United States,” and that they were there to escort
my mother and | to school that day.

Presenter: The marshals had been sent because until then only white children had been allowed to go
to William Frantz Elementary School, but Ruby was black. Although it had been six years since the
U.S. Supreme Court ruled segregation illegal, fierce opposition by the governments of the Southern
states had kept it in place.

Ruby Bridges: So, | remember us getting into the car with them. Two of them sat in the front seats, two
in the back. It seemed like it was such an important day. | wasn’t afraid. | remember driving up in front
of this new school and, you know, it was a beautiful building. There were so many people standing out
in front of the school, police officers, they were on horseback riding around and they were on
motorcycles and ... And | remember seeing photographers standing out in front of the school. It just
seemed like it was such a big event. But in my mind, living in New Orleans and being accustomed to
Mardi Gras ... | thought it was Mardi Gras that day. It just looked exactly the same.

Presenter: So it didn’t occur to you that this was because of you?

Ruby Bridges: No, not at all. | didn’t have a clue that it was all because of me. | didn’t know. |
remember the door opening and federal marshals grabbing me and rushing me inside of the building.
And we went directly to the principal’s office. As | sat there, all of those people that were standing
outside, they seemed to rush into the building and as they would rush in, they would look at me
through the windows and they would scream and shout and they went into every classroom and they
pulled their kids out. So they were actually taking their kids home and never sending them back again.

Presenter: Ruby may not have understood that the fuss was about her, but her family were only too
aware of the opposition to desegregation in Louisiana.

Ruby Bridges: They were pressured quite a bit. My father, who was a service station attendant, he
was fired from that job. His boss found out that it was his daughter that was going to be attending one
of the schools and his customers were complaining. My grandparents, who'’d lived in Mississippi, they
had been on this farm for twenty-five years but they were sharecropping, so once the people that
owned the land found out that it was their granddaughter, then they were asked to leave the property.

Presenter: Despite everything, Ruby’s mother was adamant that her children would take the
opportunity to get a good education.

Ruby Bridges: Well, she always said that, you know, they had to work in the fields and they would
watch other kids go to school and they felt like ‘Oh, why can’t we go to school.” And so, when this
opportunity came, we could attend some of the best schools in the city, you know, if we wanted to, and
then go on to college, which was truly just a dream come true for her and my father, so she would
always say that she felt like it was the best opportunity.

An interview with Andrew Eavis

Presenter: But now, the British cave explorer Andrew Eavis is said to have discovered more territory
on Earth than anyone else alive, all of it under ground. Now in his 60s, Andrew has just spent a month
in Borneo exploring one of the world’s biggest underground chambers as part of his continuing efforts
to map caves around the globe. | asked Andrew what made him start exploring caves.

Andrew Eavis: The only three things, in my opinion, left to explore is space, deep oceans and caves.
And the first two are out of my league and caves is where it has to be at.

Presenter: Tell me then about some of the most spectacular sights that you’ve seen underground,
about these huge chambers that you stumble across when you’re inside exploring one of these caves.

Andrew Eavis: Stumbling is not quite the right word. It's a ... | would, | would call it sort of more
controlled luck rather than stumbling and then ... [Presenter: It is.] One of the nicest things | like in
caves is simply the passage shapes. You know, you have, in some caves you have beautiful, beautiful
passage shapes, sort of swirls and rock pendants hanging from the roof and, and, you know, pendants
coming up from the floor. But then you add on to that the sediments, the stalactites, the stalagmites
and so on, crystals ... and it becomes ... often ... The scenery is just stunning, very unknown and very
stunning.

Presenter: You've spent a lot of time in China. Why're you drawn back to China time and again?

Andrew Eavis: What the Himalayas are to climbers, China is to cave explorers. Fifty percent of the
caves in the world are in China. | was first there in 1982, | was one of the, the first, the very, very first
cave experts, if you like, who went in there. And I’'ve been going back many, many, many, many times
ever since. What is really, really interesting is if you go into the back of beyond in China — and, bear in
mind that I've been to villages where you could only get to them by going through a cave — and if you
go to this sort of villages, not only have they been relatively untouched by the modern sort of situation,
but they were also untouched by, by Chairman Mao and, and so on. So they are actually very much
like they were two or three hundred years ago.

Presenter: And tourism must have changed in China. Domestic tourism with the growth of the middle
class. There must be many more Chinese people who’re coming to look at the caves in a way that
they wouldn’t have done in 1982.

Andrew Eavis: | discovered a cave in about 2000 and | went back three years later and it'd just had its
millionth visitor.

Presenter: So are you still working to discover huge underground chambers? | mean, for example, is
there a kind of league table of the size of underground chambers that've been discovered?

Andrew Eavis: | haven’t explored anything this week but | was in Borneo last week, so, and | ... I've
been in Borneo four times since Christmas, so, yes, I'm very much still doing it. | have been
undertaking a series of laser scanning projects to scan the big passages and the big chambers and to
make solid models of these.

Presenter: I'm interested in the laser scanning experience. Does that mean that you can use
technology to see into the nooks and crannies of a huge chamber in a way that you couldn’t with the
naked eye?

Andrew Eavis: Yeah, absolutely, and measure it to an extreme degree of accuracy. The machinery
now is wonderful, albeit extraordinarily expensive, which is a bit of a problem. But a trip last year, in
China ... We scanned the second biggest chamber in the world and ...
