Presenter: Naomi Climer, welcome to The Life Scientific.

Naomi Climer: Yeah, it's difficult, because it seems to be a really British issue and so I've heard some
people theorise that it's partly a language thing so, for example, in French engineer is ingénieur, so
the root of that is ingenious, whereas here the root of engineer is engine and so that does seem to be
a sort of public impression of engineers as kind of down-in-the-boiler-room-fixing-stuff and so we just
seem to have the wrong stereotype for engineering and it's such a creative, incredible career and yet
it's seen as this kind of oily, messy, very physical role.

Presenter: Well, we’'ll come back to this issue of how we change that that image, but first: why did you
become an engineer? | believe you studied Chemistry at University?

Naomi Climer: Yeah, that’s right, so, um, | wanted to be a cellist in an orchestra and my father vetoed
that and said that anyone who was good at sciences and Maths owed it to the world to do ... to do
something with it. And, um, it seemed kind of pompous at the time but | whole-heartedly agree with
him now, as it happens, so having kind of swatted that career aspiration aside, he then said | should
become an engineer, so obviously that was the last thing | would ever do. So | went and did Chemistry
and much to his irritation and, um, loved it. Fantastic subject, but actually kind of came out of the
degree thinking: ‘That's enough Chemistry, what shall | do now?’ So | kind of fell into engineering,
because the BBC was running a graduate apprenticeship scheme and they were looking for non-
engineering graduates with the right kind of aptitude as a way of trying to get a more diverse group
into their engineering staff, so | applied for that and it was in that interview where | suddenly realised
that they were desperately trying to get out of me some hint that | had an interest in engineering, that |
finally started talking about how I fixed my own car based on the manual and how | mended the
lawnmower, and you know, finally | saw them thinking: “Thank goodness, there clearly is an interest
there.” So, | kind of fell into it, not realising that it was my vocation but | have loved it.

Presenter: So, in fact, you’ve worked in this building, in Broadcasting House, where we’re sitting today?
Naomi Climer: That’s right, | started my career in this very building, yes. Very happy years in radio
studios, initially, yeah.

Presenter: Were you accepted as an engineer, by which of course | mean, were you accepted as a
woman engineer?

Naomi Climer: | was very definitely in the minority, there weren’t very many of us, and that had pluses
and minuses. It did mean that you were under more scrutiny, so every mistake that you made was
absolutely amplified and discussed at tea break and and humiliating. But, equally, anything good that
you did was really noticed and so it was swings and roundabouts, but generally speaking | felt
welcome. There were a few things that happened along the way. There were ... when | joined the
BBC, it was in the 80s and there was a lot of kind of practical joking and things going on then, so |
would quite often turn up in the middle of the night with a tool kit to fix a studio and the person that |
would greet there would quite often think | was a practical joke. You know, this kind of 20-something
year old blonde showing up, you know, that the boys in the engineering were playing a bit of a joke.
And so, little things like that happened, but you know to be honest, | loved working there and | took it
all very good-naturedly and it went out well.

Presenter: | was gonna say, I'd ask whether it bothered you at all?

Naomi Climer: No, not at all. It was kind of entertaining.

Presenter: Well, you moved to independent radio where you found yourself doing more than just fixing
the electronic equipment.

Naomi Climer: | moved to independent radio and that was great for me, because instead of working in
a big place where you had a very specific job, | was doing everything from designing studios and
building them and fixing them and operational running, but because ... independent radio — and
actually to some extent TV the same — everybody had to do a bit of everything, | did end up being the
traffic reporter on the breakfast news.
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Section B
Pauline Black

Pauline Black: In 1966, I'd just entered my teens, unlucky 13 — that tricky age of not quite an adult but
no longer a child. All estrogen and pimples, no longer cute with dimples and bows in my curly black
hair. Naturally, this is a recognised problem for all in-betweeners, but being bi-racial made for even
more difficulties.

I lived in Romford, a former Essex cattle-market town bent on transforming itself into Greater London,
but at that age, my immediate world was small and full of secrets.

Adoption as a baby had rendered both my birth parentage and real name a secret. My white adoptive
parents saw no advantage in discovering anything about my Nigerian heritage, so they brought me up
as a little white girl.

Immigration from former British colonies was well underway, and my white relatives and their friends
emotively whispered about being swamped by others, notably Caribbean and African people with dark
skins.

In 1966, the nightly television news covered the growing civil rights movement in America. The
previous year, 1965, the Black Powerist, Malcolm X, had been gunned down. People of all colours had
marched in Selma to Montgomery in Alabama to protest the killing of a black man, and were beaten
and waterhosed by the police and state troopers on Edmund Pettus Bridge for their trouble.

Seeing people, who looked like me, treated so despicably, greatly upset me. None of my family ever
discussed these nightly horrors on their TV screens. They seemed oblivious to the injustice of the
system that promoted such cruelty, and my resultant questions.

Fortunately, Harper Lee’s coming-of-age novel, To Kill a Mocking Bird, set in America’s Deep South in
1926, provided a torch to shine into those dark secret places where humanity hid its hypocrisy.

By 1966, my senior school entered into a partnership with the local library to produce a literary reading
list. The usual English titles were present: Robinson Crusoe, Jane Eyre and Pride and Prejudice — a
collection not much use to a young black girl. Crusoe’s black slave, Man Friday, was always
subservient to his white master. And what use were the feminine wiles and delicious love intrigues of
young white ladies to a teenage black girl in a totally white school, whose male peers didn’t want to
date her for fear of what their friends and families might think.
